finfroducing the organization

Agriculture Information Service (AIS) is a government organization
under the Ministry of Agriculture (MoA), Government of Bangladesh.
The main target of this organization is to carry the modern agricultural
information and technologies at the farmers’ doorstep in grass root level
through mass media. It was incepted in 1961 as Agriculture Information
Agency which was turned into Agriculture Information Service in 1985.
Information services are being rendered through Headquarter in Dhaka
and 11 regional offices across the country.

AIS acts as a media focal point of the Ministry of Agriculture for mass
media related campaigning of agricultural development. AIS proudly
takes the responsibility for producing and disseminating demand driven
print and video materials for MoA and its agencies.

Vision

To make available the modern agricultural information services.

'Mission
Creating awareness by making available of the agricultural information
and technologies using print electronic and ICT based mass media.

mation of information

Agriculture Information Service basically collects the agricultural
information from research, academia, extension and other knowledge
centers and converts in farmers friendly manner, then disseminates
through different mass media.

mes of print media

Krishikotha

AIS publishes and distributes Krishikotha, the most renowned and pride
farm magazine in Bangladesh. At present direct subscriber of Krishikotha
is more than 80 thousand and reader numbers are more than 15 lakh. From
January 2009 to June 2018 nearly 36.90 lakh copies of Krishikotha have
been printed and circulated.




Samprosharon Barta

It is the news bulletin being published and circulated monthly. It
comprises the news of agricultural development, success, events and
contemporary news. From January 2009 to June 2018 nearly 1.05 lakh
copies of Samprosharon Barta have been printed and circulated.

Other publications

For disseminating agricultural information and technologies printed
materials in the form of books, booklets, posters, folders, festoon etc play
a significant role. In the mentioned period, 35.82 lakh copies of printed
materials were published and distributed amongst farmers, extension
personnel and other related stakeholders.

'mic media activities

Bangladesh Television (BTV)

Mati-O-Manush, a very much popular TV program telecasted by the BTV
is being prepared by the cooperation and assistance of AIS. Besides, from
2014 another program Banglar Krishi is also being telecasted by the BTV
where AIS is rendering it’s all out cooperation and technical assistance.
From January 2009 to June 2018, 2315 episodes of Mati-O-Manush and
1690 episodes of Banglar Krishi have been on aired.

Bangladesh Betar

AIS has been ensuring its active support and cooperation to the
Bangladesh Betar for making and broadcasting different agricultural
programs both for national and regional stations. With this support nearly
14 hours programs are being broadcasted by national and regional stations
of the Bangladesh Betar.

Community Radio

Having the slogan ‘My radio, my voice’ a community rural radio ‘Krishi
Radio 98.8 FM’ established by AIS at Amtoli under Borguna district has
been broadcasting daily 8 hours different need based rural welfare and
agro-based program for the people of 12 upazillas under Borguna and
Patuakhali district.

Video materials
AIS prepares different agricultural technology based video documentary,
film, filler, drama, talk show etc and broadcasts through the BTV and




private satellite channels. Besides, these are also shown in rural areas
through mobile cinema vans. From January 2009 to June 2018, 37 video
films and documentaries, 72 fillers have been prepared and 7420 cinema
shows have been demonstrated in grass root level by mobile cinema vans.

Winnovation activities

AICC

AIS is the pioneer for disseminating agricultural information and
technologies at the root level by using ICT through establishing 499
Agriculture Information and Communication Centers (AICC) across the
country. Different ICT devices like laptop, smart phone, internet modem,
multimedia instruments etc were given to these farmers operated centers
along with necessary training.

Krishi Call Center

AIS established ‘Krishi Call Center-16123" in 2014 for providing instant
expert solution (crop, fishery and livestock) to the people. Anyone can
take advice dialing 16123 from his/her mobile, paying only 25
paisa/minute. From June 14 to August 2018 nearly 1 lakh
solutions/advices have been provided to the people.

Smart Agriculture

With the cooperation of national and international organizations AIS has
initiated ‘smart agriculture’ practices in Bangladesh. In this context, GIS
based geo data are being analyzed for sending early warning message
amongst the farmers as mobile SMS to combat against Late Blight
Disease of Potato.

E-book

AIS has prepared multimedia e-books containing audio, video, graphics
etc on different crops/technologies. From 2009 till to date 55 e-books have
been prepared.

Website, apps and other initiatives

AIS has developed a large web portal www.ais.gov.bd containing huge
agricultural information and it is regularly being updated. Besides, two
mobile apps have been launched. Ten ICT labs in ten agricultural regions
and 11 information Kiosks have also been established.

Training

Different training on mass media and ICT are being organized regularly by AIS
for AICC members, extension personnel, media people and other related
stakeholders. From 20009 to till to date 11450 people received such training.
